Research from 2015 *confirmed this. The video showed the sharks swimming into very deep water
with their gills closed.

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Cup ramen serves as a perfect food when disasters happen. It is easy to send and can be made
(1 ). In 2013, when Typhoon Haiyan hit the Philippines, ( 2 ) 40 million people were

*shelters. They were given cup ramen by volunteers. The hot and tasty cup ramen warmed them up
and ““revived” them.

Have you ever thought how cup ramen is made? This >Kproduct has many clever ideas in it.

The noodles are put in the middle of the cup. Do you know why it is made in this way? It allows the
hot water to >Kspread through the noodles >Kevenly. Then they all become (3 ) and tasty.

When hot water is poured in, tasty vegetables, egg, and meat float to the surface like magic. These
Xingredients are made by “freeze drying.” Cup ramen was the first product to use this process for
food.

The idea for “Instant ramen” started in the 1940s. It was a time when many Japanese people

“Instant ramen” soon spread over the country. Later, in the 1970s, he Hhit upon the idea of
